HYDRAULIC MOTOR AND GEAR PUMP INFORMATION
Hypro hydraulic motors are designed to operate in open center; closed center; and closed center, load-sensing systems. Setup for
each type of system varies to some degree. However, there are some rules that need to be followed for any type of setup.

1. Do not let hydraulic oil flow rate to the motor exceed 4.5 GPM. Additional hydraulic flow may cause over speeding that may
damage or destroy the gear pump.

2. Do not run the motor backwards. Reverse operation will damage or destroy the seals in the pump and motor. Hypro hydraulic
motors are equipped with a tank port adapter that includes a built-in check valve. This check valve will guard against reverse
operation and should not be removed.

3. (Closed Center and Load-Sense Systems Only) Do not place the spool valve selector in the neutral position when shutting
down the motor. This will trap pressure in the hydraulic lines and will damage the motor seal. Always use the float position to
shut down the motor.

4. (Open Center Systems Only) It is not recommended that the 8304B-HM5C be installed on open center systems with flow rates
higher than 12 GPM. The low flow requirements of the pump may cause excessive heating of the hydraulic oil in larger systems
because of the large amount of bypassed oil.

5. The maximum operating pressure for the pump is 100 PSI. Do not exceed that pressure or the pump may be damaged.

6. Do not operate the pump without a relief valve. The 8304B is a positive displacement gear pump and must have a relief valve
installed on the discharge side of the pump to protect against over pressurization in the event of having the flow shut off.

7. There is an operating instruction card (PN 6031-0343) attached to the hydraulic motor at the factory. Please use this card for
setting up the motor in your hydraulic system.

GENERAL SAFETY INFORMATION

Do not pump flammable or explosive fluids such as gasoline, fuel oil, kerosene, etc. Do not use in explosive atmospheres. The
pump should be used only with liquids compatible with the pump component materials. Failure to follow this notice can result in
severe personal injury and/or property damage and will void the product warranty.

4. Check hose for worn or weak conditions before each use. Make certain that all connections are tightly secured.

5. Use only pipe, hose and fittings rated for the maximum psi rating of the pump.

6. Do not use these pumps for pumping water or other liquids for human or animal consumption.

Hypro
requests this in order to protect the environment and personnel from the hazards of handling unknown substances.

• Discharge pressure. • Size and material of inlet and outlet line.
• Size, type, and mesh of the inlet strainer. • Type of spray gun, orifice size, unloader/relief valve.

Hypro may request additional information and may require a sketch to illustrate the problem. Contact the factory to receive a
return material authorization before sending the product.
